1-4       Rock right to right side, rock left to left side, rock right to right side, rock left to left 
            side while Swaying hips to the rock steps (option - figure 8's with hips)
5&6     Cross right over left, step left to left side, cross right over left          
7-8       Rock left out to left side, right step back (weight is on right) 
                                

1/2 TURN R TRIPLE, R COASTER, SHUFFLE, 1/4 PIVOT L                                  

1&2      1/2 triple turn right, stepping left, right, left                                                            
3&4      Step back right , left back together, step right forward (Right Coaster Step)
5&6      Left forward, right together, left forward (Left shuffle)
7-8        Right step forward, Pivot 1/4 turn left, weight on left                               

SIDE ROCK, RECOVER, CROSS VINE TURNING 1/4 LEFT, R KICK, KICK       

1-2       Rock right out to right side, recover weight on left, 
3-6       Right cross left, step left to left side, right behind left, turning 1/4 left, step left

STEP RIGHT 1/4 RIGHT, DRAG L, STEP LEFT, DRAG R   3:00                                    

1-2        Right step 1/4 right, drag left together with a left toe touch            
3-4        Long step to left on left, drag right together with a right toe touch
